State Cheer - General Information
Information Updated 2-1-10

· Registration begins at 7:00AM and will remain open until all teams have registered or 2PM.  Teams will enter through the old Hall of Fame entrance at the back of the Arena.  All TEAMS must be registered by 10:35, all STUNT GROUPS and ALL-STATE candidates by 2PM.
· Spectator doors open at 8:00AM at the MAIN Arena entrance.  Admission is $5 for adults/students; children 4 and under are free.
· Coaches meetings are at 8:00 and 10:30.  You only need to attend one.  All-State stunt groups and team information will be discussed at all of the meetings.  All meetings are in the Touchdown Theatre, in the old Hall of Fame area, where the All-State competition will be held.
· Busses may drop teams off at the Old Hall of Fame entrance, but then must go and park.  NO TEAMS WILL BE ABLE TO REGISTER AT THE MAIN ENTRANCE.  No busses will be allowed to sit in front of the entrances.  ***All Busses MUST park at Lambeau, cost for busses is FREE***  Parking for all other vehicles is $5.  One bus driver may be permitted for free to the event, have them go to the admissions booth.
· If vehicles wish to leave during the day, they may get a pass from the attendant to return without having to pay again.
· No Carry-Ins allowed.  PMI has the right to search anything that is brought into the arena.
· Concessions will be available throughout the day.  They have tried to provide a larger variety of food, including healthier food for our event.  
· Upon entering, paid athletes will have their hand stamped for entrance into the arena.  Coaches and other team personnel will receive a lanyard.
· The stands behind the black curtain are for athletes only and their belongings.  Please do not take up more room than needed.  Seating on the floor is for spectators only.  WACPC is not responsible for lost/stolen items, please leave valuables at home.
· There are locker rooms for changing please use quickly to allow other athletes to use the rooms.  Three will be for girls and one for boys, please note signs.

· NO SAVING seats in the arena!

· Please be respectful of seating that has been taped off, this has been done by the Site Director.

· Lost and Found items will be brought to the announcer’s table.

· WACPC apparel will be available for sale, while supplies last, these are $2 more on-site, so please pre-order (
· Screen prints for names on back of clothing will be available for purchase.
· All athletes, coaches and participants are expected to comply with NFHS & WACPC rules and sportsmanship guidelines.
· Teams are responsible for reporting on time to the start of rotation based on their performance number.  Performance times are approximate.  We will try to stay as close to scheduled times as possible.

· Teams will start their rotation at 30 minutes before they are scheduled to perform.  Teams will report to the Photographer, two strips of mat, Mat #1 (9-strip floor), Mat #2 (9-strip floor), In the Hole and On Deck based on rotation schedule.  There will be no other mat time available.

· Stunt Groups will start their rotation at 20 minutes before they are scheduled to perform.  Athletes will report to the Photographer, Mat #1, Mat #2, In the Hole and On Deck based on rotation schedule.  There will be no other mat time available.  Athletes must be in school uniform as stated on the registration form.
· All-State candidates will start their rotation 15 minutes before they are scheduled to perform.  Athletes will report to the warm-up area.  Two sets of three 6’x42’ mats will be available.  Candidates will have to share the space with the other participants in the 15 minute time.  Please report to warm-up at your assigned time; late comers will not be given extra time.  All-State candidates may warm-up tumbling in the Theatre to get comfortable with the set-up.  Athletes must be in school uniform as stated on the registration form.

· All judging panels will face East/right as you enter the arena from the main entrance.

· Please have a backup CD available, and be aware that some “homemade” CDs do not play in all sound systems.  Music may be checked before the start of competition and during the long break.  It is recommended that a few seconds of blank “air” time be added to music on CD’s to ensure that the song is played in its entirety.  All-State participants may check their music in the theatre.
· Entrance can be from side or back of mat, but it must be quick and immediate.  Please exit the mat/court into the “shoot” (by the T-shirt sales).
· Please direct any comments/suggestions to the site directors or district reps.

· Make sure that photographer forms are completed prior to the start of your rotation to ensure that you will have the full time allotted with the photographer.  Candid shots will be available for purchase as well.

· There is a lounge available as just a place to stretch and warm-up (no mats).  It is not very big, but it is only for the teams.
· WACPC board members as well as the UWEC Blue Gold Cheer & Stunt team are available for questions.  If they cannot answer it, they will know how to get a hold of someone to answer it.

· Also there will be a full size basketball court down on the floor, with the main competition mat over it.  Please remind your athletes that they need to step up onto the basketball court.  While the team is waiting to be announced, they may wait to the side or back of the mat, on the court.

· All athletes will be invited onto the main floor at 8:55 for the playing of our National Anthem.  Please gather on the floor and exit the floor in an orderly and quick manner.
